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Like Jesus in the wilderness, we are being led by the Spirit into a 40-day period of prayer and fast-
ing to help us reflect on the direction of our lives. In the desert Jesus is confronted by evil forces on
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victorious.

Temptations, big and small, will always be around. The devil sows doubts in our minds. It is like
our own shadows that keep following us wherever we go. The only moment that we can get away,

The fourth week is the 2" Sunday of Lent. In the first readings, we are given an extraordinary
glimpse into the faith and character of Abraham.

The Lord wanted this memorable event to be deeply etched in consciousness of His three chosen
disciples Peter, James, John, and the Church wants us to keep it in mind.

to him and follow him no matter how difficult the demands are, no matter how great the sacrifices
he asks us to make.

Our transfiguration moments are those when we find it easy to stay with the Lord. In our moments
of dryness and desolation, we must return in memory to our transfiguration moments, so that we
may persevere in faithfulness. The message of the Transfiguration is that there is a connection be-
tween suffering and death and resurrection and glory. Real happiness and peace of mind only
come after Calvary because the cross and suffering are inescapable. Transfiguration speaks of a
gradual process of change that takes place in our lives that allow the glory of God to shine through
us so that others can catch a glimpse of that glory.

As disciples of Christ, the Lenten season gives us an opportunity to put the house of our soul in
spiritual order and to bring balance into our life. It is a time for us to get back to basics to replenish
the soil in which our Christian faith grows, by curbing our selfishness and pride. A time for quiet
and purposeful reflection, backed by fasting, prayer and self denial to help us discover the will of
the Lord and to triumph over the evil one. The Lenten season is the journey we make inwardly

He describes the
poverty of spirit + meekness and compassion, the thirst for justice and clean heart, as qualities that
bring us true happiness, while satisfaction of the senses and material possessions are impermanent
conditions that do not last. The true disciple of Christ must live a life of faith, hope and love to rise
above the difficulties and trials that are part of life.

As we face the task of developing a proper relationship with God, we are frightened by the deep
demands which the beatitudes make on us. We are called not to worship wealth, food or comfort,
but to worship God who alone can grant us all good things. To be blessed and to be happy is to
